Marc provided Gabi with a detalled
analysis of her shooting skills using
his computerized Biathlon Laser
System. The detailed analysis
pravided Gabi with vital inormation
on the three phases of Biathlon
shooting, which she will now

focus on during her training. Lucy
and Gabi will now continue their
Australian training programs during
2010 with the aim of qualifying

and competing at the 2011 World
Junior Championships 1o be held in
the Czech Republic.

NEW's three other junior biathletes,
Lachlan Porter, Hamish Roberts
and Damon Morton, have recentlly
returned from Canada where they
were training and competing.
These young biathletes had
considerable success in therr
Canadian races, with a number of

top three finishes, showing they
are able lo compete competitively
in their age group in Canada.
